Garbage Discussion: On motion of Williams and second of Varnadoe, Council unanimously voted to place this item on the table and finalize it at the next regular Council meeting. 
Purchasing Ordinance Update: On motion of Varnadoe and second of Williams, Council unanimously voted to update the purchasing spending limits to include the following:
City Manager – up to $15,000
Deputy City Manager – up to $10,000
Division Directors (Public Works Director, IT/Network Operations Manager, Golf Manager, Police Chief, WWTP Manager) – up to $2,500
These are spending limits that will not need prior approval only if in the department’s budget and is a reasonable expense.

**Mayor/Council is also requesting a report for any single purchases in the amount of $1,000 or more to be presented at each Council meeting**

Resolution-Matching Funds -2024 CDBG: On motion of Williams and second of Holt, Council unanimously voted to commit a $75,000 cash match, should the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application for the purpose of Housing and infrastructure improvements be funded. 
Resolution-Certified Maintenance-2024 CDBG: On motion of Williams and second of Varnadoe, Council unanimously voted to certify that should the 2024 CDBG application for infrastructure improvements be funded, the City commits to maintain the street and ditches. 
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Resolution-Certified Assurance-2024 CDBG: On motion of Holt and second of Willaims, Council unanimously voted to certify that the Service Delivery Strategy adopted by the city is consistent with the CDBG application for the purpose of funding for housing and infrastructure improvements. 
DCA Applicant-Form 10-2024 CDBG: On motion of Williams and second of Holt, Council unanimously voted to approve the DCA Applicant-Form 10. 
LAP Requirement-2024 CDBG: On motion of Holt and second of Varnadoe, Council unanimously voted to approve the acknowledgement of subrecipient language access plan requirement.
Retirement Adoption Agreement: On motion of Williams and second of Varnadoe, Council unanimously voted to approve the restated Retirement Adoption Agreement.

Approval-Lease of Caterpillar Machines (trading in John Deere machines): On motion of Varnadoe and second of Williams, Council unanimously voted to cancel the pending lease of Caterpillar machines and to keep the John Deere machines for the time being.
Approval-Advertising for personnel (internet installations): On motion of Holt and second of Williams, Council unanimously voted to approve the advertising for personnel for internet installations.
Approval-Sale of Property: On motion of Varnadoe and second of Holt, Council unanimously voted to approve the sale of property behind the old Tully’s Service Station. Said property is designated as Parcel 022C00 on Map C006 by the Tax Assessor’s Office of Miller County, Georgia. The property is between 146 and 150 South First Street. The exact location will be determined by a survey. The purchaser will be responsible for paying the survey fee. The purchaser, Kirk Jenkins d/b/a J3 Enterprises, LLC, will also be responsible for all closing fees. The purchase price is $5,000. **This purchase does not include the property behind the Colquitt State Theater**
